On behalf of my wife and children, I send you greetings in 
the precious name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. We 
continue to thank God for His sustaining grace and for your 
unwavering prayers, encouragement, and financial support 
toward the mission work here in Nigeria.  

Your partnership in the gospel is truly bearing fruit for the 
Kingdom. Thank you so much for joining us in praying for 
my student who kidnapped in August. In fact, it was a 
traumatic time for us here. Brethren rally around and the 
ransom was raised and paid. It amazed me the show of love 
the brotherhood demonstrated in this case. But the young 
man was thoroughly beaten by the evil people before his 
release. He is back to school, now facing the trauma of the 
whole incidence. I know with time, the memory will fade 
away as he enjoys his salvation in Christ. 

The School of Biblical Studies 
We thank God for bringing back our students from holiday 
safely. This year, we have 24 new students, including one 
student from Uganda. Our Annual Preachers/Leaders’ 
workshop is about two weeks from this week. Join us in 
prayers that we will have a successful semester. And that 
the workshop will be successful as well. 

Evangelism 

This past month in Rayfield congregation area, we 
conducted several door-to-door studies with our prospects. 
We distributed tracts, shared Bible correspondence courses, 
and held follow-up studies with those who showed interest. 
By God’s grace, some of our prospects have started 
worshipping with us even as are continuing in regular Bible 
study with them and others. At Mazah road congregation, 
we are also continuing with our prospects who are 
interested in studying the Bible with us.
